PRESENTATION ON PATENT use 
The Avenue of Technology will host a lunch seminar entitled "The Use of Patents in the New Millenium" on Thursday, March 9 from 12 noon to 1 p.m. The seminar will be held at ISI (Conference Rooms A & B, 2nd floor), 3501 Market Street, Philadelphia, and is open to the public at no charge or registration.
The presenters will be Stanley Cohen, an attorney and partner with the Philadelphia law firm of Caesar, Rivise, Bernstein, Cohen & Pokotilow, Ltd. and Mark Bauer, Online Account Executive at Derwent Information, Inc. in Alexandria, VA.

Stanley Cohen is a native Philadelphian, having graduated from Central High School and Drexel University. He worked as a Patent Examiner in the Patent Office in Washington, DC while attending law school at The George Washington University in the evening.

Upon graduation from The George Washington University, Mr. Cohen joined his present firm, Caesar, Rivise, Bernstein, Cohen & Pokotilow, Ltd. His career has involved all phases of patent, trademark and copyright law, including a major practice in litigation in these areas. Mr. Cohen has been lead counsel in over 200 civil actions involving patents, trademarks or copyrights.

Mr. Cohen will speak briefly on the different forms of protection of patent, trademark and copyright law, and then focus his talk on patent law. He will discuss what constitutes patentable subject matter, filing a patent application, procedures in the U.S. Patent and Trademark Office in examining a patent application, the costs of patent protection, foreign patents and litigation involving patents.

Mark Bauer, an Online Account Executive at Derwent Information in Alexandria, VA, will speak on electronic searching of inventions and patents.
